LOGLINE
In the wake of personal losses, a reserved artist and a 
stranded accountant embark on an unexpected road trip, 
encountering catharsis along empty highways and bonding 
as they navigate their way home through iconic American 
landscapes.

Tom, an unhappy artist, has to fly to Minneapolis when he 
learns his mother has died. Lilly, an accountant, is on the 
same flight. Lilly has an incident on the plane and ends up 
on the no-fly list. Tom is driving home because he hates 
flying. They agree to go together.

Once they’re on the road, Lilly convinces Tom to take a 
more scenic route. The two of them discuss their lives as 
they get to know each other.

 The two reflect on their journey when they reach the Grand 
Can yon, and the large unknown future ahead of them.

SYNOPSIS



2,869 miles. 7 states. 12 crew members. 2 actors. It 

was vital to capture the magic of the road. Being on 

these beautiful roads for hours on end really impacts 

the relationship of those you travel with and that was 

exactly what we wanted to capture between Tom and 

Lilly. So we set off from Minneapolis in 4 vehicles and 

did just that over 10 days. There were challenging 

moments, serendipitous moments, and a lovely little 

town in Wyoming where amazing things happened. 

Adventure Tom is all about the unknown adventures 

you will face and we took that to heart.

A big part of who Tom is, and how he communicates, 

is through his art. He is a comic book artist who likes 

to sketch regularly. 

We see moments where Tom’s drawings come to life 

in the story, capturing how Lilly describes her life, or 

even his own anxieties. 

Working with Dramantram Productions, we developed 

several sequences of animation that flow throughout 

the film and captures Tom’s artistic style.

Graham Patrick Martin as TOM
Graham was born in Metairie, LA. He is best known for his recurring 

role as Eldridge on Two and a Half Men (2010-2012) and former teen 

hustler Rusty Beck on the series finale of The Closer and in its spinoff 

series, Major Crimes (2012-2018). 

He starred in the films Jack Ketchum’s The Girl Next Door (2007) and 

Rising Stars (2010) More recently, he had a recurring major role in 

Catch-22 (2019).

Andrea Londo as LILLY
Andrea Londo is a Mexican-American actress. She is known for portraying Maria 
Salazar in Narcos (2015) Season 3.

Londo is a border child. She was born in San Diego, CA but lived in Tijuana, 

Mexico until she moved to Los Angeles, CA to pursue an acting career . Londo 

was number 87 on FHM's 2017 list of 100 sexiest women in the world.

In 2018, Londo played Cynthia in Sony's SuperFly (2018), produced by Joel Silver. 

Since then she's starred in numerous independent films (The Free Fall, 

Dreaming Grand Avenue, Good Egg) and TV shows (Snowfall FX, Tommy, The 

Winchesters) throughout the years. 



DIRECTOR, Miguel Duran
Miguel Duran was born and raised in Phoenix, Arizona. He was the 
first in his family to attend college and graduated from Claremont 
McKenna College with a degree in Film Studies and Psychology. 
After missing Grad School due to injury, Miguel rehabbed, 
regrouped, and worked odd jobs in production and post-production 
while writing.

Miguel honed his craft with several short films and digital series. 
The digital series Chutes, which he wrote and directed, won Best 
Writing in a Sci-fi Series at the LA Web Fest. His short film Casey 
was nominated for Best Short at the Imagen Awards.

Monsoon was his first feature film as writer/director. It earned 
multiple film festival jury and audience awards and was also 
nominated for two Imagen Awards - Best Director and Best Actress 
(for Yvette Monreal). Monsoon premiered on VOD in September 
2018 and Amazon Prime in May 2019.



PRODUCER, Atit Shah
Atit Shah is an award-winning independent film producer based in NYC and the CEO of 
Create Entertainment, Over the last ten years, he has successfully produced over ten 
feature films, a TV show, and a documentary, along with scores of short-form content.

Shah’s recent film, the rom-com Remember Me, was released by Universal Pictures in 
which he led a co-production between the US, Spain, and France. The film stars two-time 
Oscar nominee Bruce Dern, Golden Globe Winner Bryan Cox, and Sienna Guillory. In 2016 
Netflix released Brown Nation globally, a TV show he both independently produced and line 
produced.

His other films as lead producer include the 2016 worldwide 20th Century Fox and Netflix 
release Money, starring Jesse Williams, Kellan Lutz, Jamie Bamber, and Jess Wexler. The 
film has won 23 awards worldwide including nine for Best Picture. 

Shah holds a Bachelor of Business Administration (BBA) in International Business from 
George Washington University in Washington, DC. Prior to producing,he held various 
product managerial roles at global finance and technology firms, including Thomson 
Reuters.

Shah created and taught the Film Finance and Packaging class at the Independent 
Filmmakers Project (IFP) in NYC. He is currently in development on seven feature films and 
four television series.
